The English for Liberal Arts Program (ELA) is seeking highly skilled
and liberally educated language instructors to teach in the College of
Liberal Arts. The ELA is an English program with both content-based
and skill-based instruction that incorporates issues related to the
College of Liberal Arts (International Studies, Humanities, Education,
Social Science, and Natural Science). It places special emphasis on
developing critical thinking and academic writing skills of first- and
second-year students, and improving students' overall English skills.
ICU was selected for the Top Global University Project (Type B) as
one of the global leaders in higher education funded by Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT). As part
of the project, we will establish a flexible and varied language
education program by emphasizing proficiency in multiple languages
not only for the undergraduate program but also for the graduate
program. The successful applicant is expected to contribute to this
project in addition to teaching RCA (Reading and Content Analysis),
AS (Academic Skills), and RW (Research Writing) in the ELA

program.
